On The Air... 

I n 1996, Paul was 

asked to prepare 

an inspirational 

music show for broadcast on WWSC 1450-

AM, a radio station in Glens Falls, NY. Though 

having no experience in broadcasting, he de-

cided to give it a try, and weekly radio program 

“Music With A Message” was born.  Paul later 

renamed the show “The Jesscott Music Hour”, 

which he recorded in his studio and which was 

heard on local Christian radio, and around the 

world at our website each week through the 

end of 2007.  

The Studio... 

I n the lower level of the Gibbs home at 

63 Fairview Lane in Hudson Falls, NY 

is Serenity Sounds Studio, where Paul 

writes and records his albums and back-

ground tracks. Other musicians are often in-

vited to perform on Paul’s recordings as well.  

The Basics... 

P aul lives in Hudson Falls, in upstate  

NY. The ministry is named after his 

two children, Jessica and Scott. He per-

formed secular music in the greater Glens Falls, 

NY area in the '70s and 80s, and started writing 

and recording Christian music in the mid-90s. 

Paul has performed his original and other Inspi-

rational music at churches, national and re-

gional conventions and other venues in the 

eastern US and Colorado.

Expanding Territory... 

Starting out with just a tape recorder, micro-

phone,  some keyboards, and blankets hung 

from the ceiling to isolate and deaden the 

sound, it was remodeled into a professional 

facility in 1996,  building double walls for 

soundproofing, acoustically insulated ceilings, 

and more equipment. The tape recorder was 

soon replaced by digital computer-based re-

cording. Other artists have occasionally come 

to the studio to record, and Paul has per-

formed music and background vocals for them 

as well. He has also produced occasional radio 

spots and jingles for local radio, and has ap-

peared on TV in the Glens Falls, NY and Bur-

lington, VT areas, and in Jamaica on Friends 

Forever TV.
